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Slide 11 REACTIONS TO EXPECT FROM THE
NON-OFFENDING PARENT (NOP)

> Reactions will vary. Reactions to disclosure are affected by
various conditions.

@ In focusing on the well being of the child and punishment of the

offender, it is easy to ignore that personal crisis of the NOP.
Other factors affecting NOP reactions are based on:

their self-esteem,

the offender’s relationship to the child,

the offender’s relationship with the NOP,

the offender’s power in these relationships,

If the NOP has a trauma history,

the duration of abuse and the violation of trust.

It is important to remember that the circumstances and
experiences surrounding the disclosure may impact on the
NOP's attitude about participating in the course.

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THINGS TO REMEMBER

@ Understand the typical initial reaction “my husband (etc)
would never...” and normalize this typical response.

© Be ready to acknowledge divided loyalties and don’t polarize
their choices.

Make clear statements of who is responsible.

© Be alert to acknowledge strengths (for them, the child, the
family, and the perpetrator).

@ Don’t blame them for the sexual abuse.

@ Appeal to their experiences as a child and have them consider
what they want for their own child.

@ Tell them what to expect from the investigation, behaviors,
etc

© Emphasize their current role (not past failures).
@ Help them see their strengths.
© Give them access to resources-concrete help.

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Slide 18 WHAT MANY NONOFFENDING
PARENTS NEED AFTER DISCLOSURE

LISTEN: someone to talk to,

© to be treated with respect,

@ to understand what their options are regarding custody, marriage,
divorce, and finances.

If they were sexually victimized themselves as a child, they might have
remembered their own abuse after learning about the current incident,
and these memories might be painful and confusing. Even with this pain
they will want to know what has really happened to their child and what
their partner really did, especially if he denies or minimizes the abuse.

OFFENDERS

Offenders could be anyone we know-most offenders know their victims (85%).
Offenders do not fit any profile. They may be upstanding members of the
community, even peaple with strong religious and moral beliefs. Some offenders
are teenagers.

© -Offenders want us to believe, and we want to believe that they will keep their
promises without outside help.

= Offenders cannot follow through on good intentions or genuine remorse without help
from outside the family.

= -In the early stages of disclosure and treatment, signs of guilt and remorse may be

‘because they were caught.”

+ -Treatment is necessary, difficult, and takes time. Offenders will offend again
unless they get specialized treatment, and maintain a careful awareness of the
circumstances that could lead to a new offense. Treatment requires extensive
specialized training, information and skills.

 -Many sex offenders are looking for their non-sexual needs to be met.  (see cycle).

& -Isolation leads to a need to interact and certain victims will be chosen because
they are accessible.

-Alienation - Deliberate creation of separateness from other
adults, siblings, and friends. This is to ensure that no one finds
out and to ensure the ability to use the child for sexual and
emotional exploitation.

Secrecy - Deliberate and usually subtle, however there may be
overt threats, gestures, body language to convey the need to
keep the relationship secret.

-Ongoing evaluation of the grooming process - Attempts to determine if they can
safely engage in more progressive sexual acts.

~Ongoing Incest Phase - Progression of sexual acts is similar to that in heterosexual
relations, kissing, followed by fondling, breast stimulation, reciprocal fondling,
masturbation, oral sex, and finally intercourse.

OUNSELING

Supportive counseling should seek to reassure victims of their
ability to function.

-they are not crazy and that their trauma reactions to this are
riot unusual.

-Be careful: the use of the phrase “it is a normal reaction to an
abnormal situation” may trigger an angry response in
individual victims or survivors who see their reactions as
unique. Use of that phrase is helpful when publishing
materials or talking to the media and the target is a mass
audience. For individual victims/survivors, it7s helpful to
reassure them that their reactions are not uncommon but
they are also unique to them. This is something that was
unexpected.

You’ll need to educate victims and mdt!

What is the client-centered approach?
Aclient-centered approach involves:

o Focusing on developing prevention objectives and strategies with the victim rather than
simply providing information.

o Understanding the unique circumstances of each victim.

The goal of the client-centered approach is:

o To foster communication between the VSP and the victims.

o encourage victims to express concerns.

To help victims take greater responsibility for decision-making.

o help victims identify and reach their goals.

@ Adirective approach to client-centered counseling includes:

o The VSP identifies what the victim is capable of and makes realistic goals with the victi

There is open, two-way communication between the victim and VSP.

o The VSP works with the victim, toward common goals: the VSP helps guide the victim,
provides support.

o If the victim is not actively involved in the plan, the plan willlikely not be successful.

Offenders - continuum, cognitive distortions, treatment

Victims - impact, effects, relationships, normal sexual behavior,
treatment

The Grief Cycle - losses, the journey of grief

Non-offending parents (NOP) - self-care, safety planning, coping
strategies, resources

Working with others - investigation, CYS, prosecution
